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COURSE OBJECTIVE

This course is designed to teach the fundamentals of music theory and music technology to those students seriously interested in music.  Students are expected to work at a college prep level and therefore should… 

· Keep an organized binder, containing handouts and a manuscript notebook.

· Arrive punctually to class with needed materials.

· Complete regular homework assignments on time.

· Participate fully in all class activities.

· Come for extra help after school when a new concept presents difficulty or work has been missed. 

Students will master the content of the course through writing, analyzing, performing, and singing.  Successful completion of this course will result in students’ ability to…

· Identify, understand, and utilize Standard Western Music Notation

· Identify all note names in Bass, Treble, Alto and Tenor Clefs

· Identify melodic and harmonic intervals through analysis and ear-training.

· Perform melodic and rhythmic sight-singing at an appropriate level
· Write all major and minor scales and key signatures. 

· Dictate on manuscript paper simple melodic and rhythmic phrases played by the teacher.

· Analyze the quality of 3-4 note chords and their inversions. 

· Identify and demonstrate basic piano knowledge and playing skills. 

·  Demonstrate a working knowledge of basic sequencing techniques. 
· Demonstrate a working knowledge of basic music writing software functions.
